CHF 09 Review  

 
CHF 09 was a resounding success attracting a record number of international 
exhibitors and quality visitors representing a wide cross section of the Chinese 
professional equestrian, and horse sports and leisure market.  
 
International exhibitors came from recognised centres of excellence including 
Australia, Canada, Germany, Ireland, Netherlands, Portugal, Russia, Spain and 
the USA. 
 

These exhibitors were not disappointed as more than two thousand visitors 
attended the three day exhibition which represented a doubling in the number of 
attendees over the last event held in 2008.

Through its own research the China Horse Industry Association estimates that 
the country’s equestrian market has the potential to rapidly develop into a 
multi-billion US$ industry over the next few years. The number of horse clubs 
which meet the international standard of facilities and management is expected 
to double over the current figure and China will become a new centre for horse 
breeding in the international market. There is now a high and growing demand 
for quality bloodlines and breeding stock sourced from breeders worldwide.

-  China hosts top level equestrian competitions 
 
The 2008 Beijing Olympics Equestrian Competition, 2009 National Equestrian 
Games, 2010 Asia Equestrian Games and over 22 national competitions 
between professional teams and horse clubs which take place in China each 
year, confirm the country’s ability and desire to become the new location for 
equestrian competitions in the future. International horse breeders, trainers and 
suppliers of the latest professional equine skills, equipments and services are in 
high demand.  
 
-  China is the ‘global hot-spot’  
 
Despite a long tradition and an estimated 9 million horses in China, its emerging 
professional horse industry still lacks experience, knowledge and access to 
international standard facilities in many areas. The government funded national 
horse racing teams have started to recruit overseas coaches, nutrition 
specialists and healthcare experts to improve the quality of horse and riders 
training and management. Also essential investment is being made to ensure a 
comprehensive and high quality equestrian infrastructure is put in place that 
includes quality horses, trainers and veterinarians etc., so enabling its riders to 
achieve an international standard level requirement.
